Another bad side effect of the pandemic

While on a recent visit to the program I learned that this coming school year 2022 we will
have a few less students beng supported in K-12., What will happen in our tutoring program ? At the
start of the Covid crisis had between 65 an 80 students attending our tutoring program is unknown.

We believe the main reason for this drop in our neighborhood is consistent with that of a pri-
vate school in Antigua Guatemala. SEL, the school some of you have visited in the past was serving ap-
proximately 170 students each academic year; this year they have only 100 students. In talking with
the school’s director | was advised concerning the drop in attendance: The main reasons seem to be
first and foremost, the families need these children to work and contribute to the overall financial
needs of their families. Unfortunately he was talking about kids 10 or 12 years old and even more so
those 14 or 15. Adding to this problem is the realization that much of their work is both illegal and dan-
gerous such as carpentery, delivery of food from restraunts, driving those golf cart like vehicles etc.

Of course an additional problem is the price of attending school . Paying not only for register-
tion but also books, school supplies, uniforms, etc. SEL is doing what it can and has reduced the uni-
form to merely a polo shirt with school logo on it.

While the above information is based on my personal interview with the schools director |
have been assured that the problem is the same for those we support. In fact thru out Guatemala. |
